
Directions to Brockmeyer Park

The Hwy 29 “Interchange” construction is still ongoing, so these directions are what I think are the best ways of getting to the park at this time.  Unfortunately ramps and streets are sometimes closed for a few days (or weeks) at a time to facilitate the construction.  If I discover a problem during the season I will call ASAP.
Approaching Wausau from the west:  (Different and much easier than last year!)
Taking Hwy 29 into Wausau, take exit 164.  At the light, turn left (west) onto Stewart Ave.  Just past the Wausau Mine Co. restaurant turn right onto Stettin and Brockmeyer Park is on your right.
Approaching from the North: (Different and much easier than last year!)
Taking Hwy 51 south, take exit 192A.  Turn right (west) at the bottom of the ramp.  Turn right at the second set of lights, onto Stewart Ave.  (Menards will be on the far corner.)  Just past the Wausau Mine Co. restaurant turn right onto Stettin and Brockmeyer Park is on your right.

Approaching from the South:  (Different from last year, but most likely to be disrupted by construction.  I suggest giving yourself extra time just in case!)
Taking Hwy 51 into Wausau, exit at exit 191B.  At the bottom of the ramp turn left (west) on Sherman.  Pass Home Depot and turn right (north) at the lights onto 28th Ave (but right now it is not marked).  Turn left (west) at the next lights onto Stewart Ave. (also not currently marked).  Menards is on the southwest corner of this intersection.  Take Stewart west, and just past the Wausau Mine Co. restaurant turn right onto Stettin and Brockmeyer Park is on your right.
